I.
Eligibility Requirements

1. Applicant must be currently enrolled as a full-time student pursuing a degree in Athletic Training within District VI with the intent of becoming a BOC Certified Athletic Trainer.

2. Applicant must be a current student member of the National Athletic Trainers’ Association and Southwest Athletic Trainers’ Association.
3. Applicant must be able to commit to a one year term, with the option of renewal. 

4. Applicant can be either a sophomore, junior, or senior in an athletic training education program at the time he/she is applying.
· If applying as a senior, you must be attending graduate school within the District VI boundaries. You may be Licensed Athletic Trainer, but you cannot be a Certified Athletic Trainer. 
5. Applicant must have a minimum of an overall 3.0 GPA.  Applicants not meeting the minimum required GPA of 3.0, but no lower than a 2.75, will not be automatically disqualified from a potential senator position, but will be required to provide a second letter of recommendation from a professor or someone to vouch for your academic aptitude.
6. It is the intent of the Southwest Athletic Trainers’ Association to have seven senators from the represented states in District VI, and one senator as the National Athletic Training Students’ Committee (NATSC) representative for a total of 8 student senators.
7. Applicant must have the time and availability to serve on the SWATA Student Senate.  This involves: 

· Displaying a desire to participate and contribute

· Representing the athletic training students of your district

· Encouraging other athletic training students to become involved in the profession at any level

· Being informed on issues in the profession that may affect athletic training students

· Replying to all communications by the required deadline

· Participating in all conference calls and meetings

· Attending the SWATA annual meeting

II.  Application Procedures

1. All sections of the application packet must be typed, fully completed and electronically signed as directed.
2. One professional letter of recommendation should come from an athletic trainer associated with your athletic training education program.

3. Sections I and II of this application should be fully completed by the applicant. The applicant needs to e-mail their full application to the party completing Section III, the letter of recommendation.
4. The completed application packet must be electronically submitted to swatastudents@gmail.com by the professional who wrote your letter of recommendation. If a 2nd letter of recommendation is required due to GPA considerations, please have one professor forward your application to the 2nd professor who will then submit your completed application to the above e-mail address.
5. Applications received from the applicant’s e-mail address will not be accepted.

6. Completed applications should be submitted by 5:00pm CST on February 15.
-Applicants will be notified of positions by mail before March 31.
