If, after three years you have not been elected to the Hall of Fame, you will have to be re-nominated and a new application submitted.  
The attached nomination form has been developed to be “candidate friendly.”  Complete, accurate information will help the Hall of Fame Committee assess your contributions.  Please carefully read and follow all of the instructions for completing and submitting the nomination form.  

Qualifications / Eligibility:  

Candidates must meet the following criteria for consideration of induction:

· A minimum of twenty (20) years of active service to the profession

· Member in good standing with  NATA/SWATA 
· Be or have been a member of District VI, working, retired, or deceased

· Elected, appointed, or volunteer service or significant contributions to the SWATA

· Induction in the NATA Hall of Fame will constitute automatic induction into the SWATA Hall of Fame

Please type and complete the form in its entirety and include all information requested even if answers are duplicated on the candidate’s resume/vitae. Nomination Form is filled out and submitted online to the Honors and Award Chair by February 15th.

Letters of Recommendations:
The candidate’s application should include two letters of recommendation one from the nominating Athletic Trainer and one from a physician/director supervisor or athletic training colleague.  

Resume or Vitae:

Candidate should enclose a resume or vitae if at all possible with the nomination form to support and supplement the information on the application.

Deadlines:

All materials requested including the application supporting documentation and two letter of recommendation are submitted electronically to the Chair of the Honors and Awards Committee by February 15th. 
Evaluation Process:

Applications should be submitted on line by February 15th to the Honors and Awards Committee Chair. Candidate’s will be evaluated and scored independently by an anonymous five-person committee of current Hall of Fame members using the scoring tool provided by the Honors and Awards Chair.  After evaluating all candidates the committee member will return the scoring tool to the Honors and Awards Committee Chair by March 15th.    The Honors and Awards Committee Chair will collect and tabulate the scores for each candidate and present them to the SWATA President for final approval by March 25th.  



Notification Process:

Newly elected Hall of Fame members will be notified by the Honors and Awards Committee Chair on or before April 20th each year.  If the new Hall of Fame member for any reason is unable to attend the Honor and Awards Luncheon, it will be their responsibility to appoint someone to accept their award.  

Awards Presentation:

Awards will be given during the Honors and Awards Luncheon at the SWATA Annual Meeting.
